BTEC courses at Circomedia
Audition dates: 
10 April, 13 June and 15 August 2012


From September 2012, Circomedia will be running BTEC Diploma and Extended Diploma courses in Performance - giving students aged 16+ the chance to study a range of circus disciplines (including juggling, balance, aerial skills and acrobatics) as well as physical theatre, movement, choreography and performance techniques, and learning how the Performing Arts industry works and what it takes to be a healthy performer.  

Both courses are accredited by City of Bristol College. Entry is by a one-year BTEC Diploma (the equivalent of two A Levels). Successful students may then opt to stay on for a second year of study for the Extended Diploma (a total equivalent of three A Levels).

In addition, second year students have the opportunity to gain further experience - and extra UCAS credits - by taking part in an Extended Project. In the past, this has seen students working with professional companies such as Cirque Bijou, Welfare State International, and Desperate Men. 

TEACHING SITES

BTEC training takes place at Circomedia’s two sites: one, a picturesque former Victorian school in Kingwood, on the outskirts of Bristol; the other, a beautifully-restored 18th century church in the heart of the city. Both sites are exceptionally well-equipped for circus and performance training and are also used by our (FdA) foundation degree programme students.

EXPERIENCED TUTORS

The teaching is by highly-experienced Circomedia tutors- themselves professional performers. There are also opportunities to train with specialised guest tutors. 
BEYOND BTEC OPPORTUNITIES

Previous BTEC students have gone on to join Circomedia’s degree programme or to advance their performance training at other places, such as the Northern School of Contemporary Dance, Circus Space, London, and Cirkus Cirkör in Sweden. Others have won places at universities and several are now working professionally as circus-theatre performers and/or teachers.   

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS

Applicants should have at least 4 GCSE passes at grades A-C or a Level 2 Qualification and, preferably, be able to show a prior interest in circus, dance, gymnastics, theatre or an energetic pursuit such as climbing, free running, ice skating, martial arts or skate-boarding . The application process includes an audition. Please see our General FAQs for an idea of what an audition involves.
